1.  The Special Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Dan Mork at 7:10 p.m., August 9, 2010 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present were:  Glenn Bailey, Shaun Culler, and Brian Ellingson.  Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst and City Clerk/City Planner Tom Richardson.  
2.  Mayor Mork led the Flag Salute.  
3. CONTRACT: WELCH COMER ENGINEERS, TRAFFIC CALMING PROGRAM.   Matt Gillis, Welch Comer, explained changes made in the proposed contract since the last meeting.   Mr. Werst said the changes address the issues raised at the last meeting.  Mr. Bailey asked about the legality of speed bumps. Mr. Werst said cities have the authority to do those things necessary to control traffic and provide for safe transportation in their jurisdiction; dips are not prohibited by the law.  The requirement is that when you do it they be properly marked and identified by certain signage and traffic control devices. Mr. Gillis said the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices has specifications for these kinds of traffic calming measures. 

Mr. Culler moved to approve the contract as presented.  Motion seconded by Mr. Bailey.  Motion carried unanimously. 
4.   EXECUTIVE SESSION:   The Mayor called an executive session at 7:21 p.m. for approximately 20 minutes to review matters involving litigation under RCW 42.30.110(1)(i).  
The council reconvened in open session at 7:40 p.m.
