1.  The Special Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Dan Mork at 7:05 p.m., September 22, 2010 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present were:  Glenn Bailey, Shaun Culler, Kevin Freeman, Richard Schoen, and Brian Ellingson.  Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, City Clerk/City Planner Tom Richardson, Treasurer Debbie Matkin and Assistant Public Works Supervisor Paul Allen.  
2.  Mayor Mork led the Flag Salute.  
The Mayor amended the agenda, deleting budget amendment, the TBN and SRTC discussions and the executive session.

3. TRAFFIC CALMING PROGRAM.   Matt Gillis, Welch Comer, presented alternatives for traffic calming measures at the intersection of Empire and Fowler, and on South Riverway west of Argonne.   He said these would evaluated after they are put in and then we could address problems with other streets such as Bridgeport west of Argonne.  After comments from the audience and discussion among the council, Mr. Schoen moved to proceed with design work for the raised intersection at Empire and Fowler with advanced warning signs, and with two speed humps on South Riverway. Motion seconded by Mr. Freeman.  Motion carried.
Mr. Freeman asked about the status of the traffic calming review process that Mr. Gillis had discussed previously.  Mr. Gillis said the draft is ready and will be presented at the next meeting.

Jean Pearson asked about the status of the traffic analysis for the Coyote Rock development. Mr. Richardson said the development has been approved and the traffic study states that an additional 200 vehicles or so are expected on Empire.  This would be approximately a 10% increase in average daily trips.

ADJOURNMENT:  Mr. Freeman moved to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Culler.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Mork adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
