Council Minutes                                                          	September 9, 2014

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Kevin Freeman at 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, September 9, 2014 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present were:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, Dan Sander, and Richard Schoen. Glenn Bailey was excused. Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, Public Works Director Paul Allen, Treasurer Debbie Matkin and City Clerk/City Planner Tom Richardson. The mayor announced that a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Scouts from Troop 415 led the Flag Salute.  

3.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting August 12, 2014; August Payroll of $41,194.61 and Claims of $138,537.30; Treasurer’s Report for August, 2014.  Council received the August Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid September 9, 2014.  Mr. Sander moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Mr. Schoen. Motion carried.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

5.  PRESENTATION: SPOKANE COUNTY LIBRARY DISTRICT:   Pat Davis, manager of the Argonne Branch, and Kelsey Hudson presented last year’s service data and service priorities for next year. They said the district would be emphasizing services for job seekers and businesses, as well as community connections.

6.   FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:   Chief Andy Hail reported that call volumes in Millwood are up about 5% over last year. No significant incidents occurred last month.  He said the Pulse Point was used recently to save the life of a child on the South Hill. The district will hold its budget hearing in October. The district is planning for a maintenance levy vote, probably in February, 2015. The borderless automatic aid agreement with District 8 has been working well and may be extended to other districts. An open house is scheduled for October 18; city council members are invited. The district will be at the Interstate Fair and ValleyFest this fall.

7.  BUCKEYE WATER LINE AND SIDEWALK PROJECT REPORT:  Necia Maiani presented payment requests for the water line project and the sidewalk project. The force account change order for Cameron Reilly is not ready yet, but will be on the next agenda. The water line contractor was late and will be charged back for additional inspection costs incurred.  This will be in the change order presented at the next meeting.  Mr. Sander moved to approve the payment request for Buddy’s Backhoe in the amount of $67,182.54.  Seconded by Mr. Culler. Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve the payment request for Cameron Reilly in the amount of $82,014.64. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Maiani reported on the status of the sewer rate study. The mayor asked for a special council for the rate study workshop, which would be on Tuesday, October 21 at 7:00 p.m.

8.    SURPLUS PROPERTY – RESOLUTION 2014-05:   Mr. Richardson presented a resolution declaring surplus the old photocopier, fax machine and a group of obsolete and broken tools from public works.  Mr. Culler asked if the declaration had to be done by council resolution. Mr. Werst said it is common for cities to allow the mayor to authorize disposal of surplus below a certain threshold. Council asked Mr. Werst to prepare a policy authorizing the mayor to dispose of lower value property for council review.   Mr. Schoen moved to approve Resolution 2014-05. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

9.    SETTING CHARGES FOR PHOTOCOPIES – RESOLUTION 2014-06:  Mr. Richardson presented a resolution lowering the charge for photocopies provided to the public from 25¢ to 15¢ each, in line with the statute.  He said the 15¢ charge is for letter or legal size copies, black/white color, each side, from the city’s new photocopier.  Copies of larger documents, photos, etc., would be charged at the cost of production.  Mr. Culler moved to approve Resolution 2014-06. Seconded by Mr. Schoen.  Motion carried unanimously. 

10.  CONTRACT WITH FISH WINDOW CLEANING FOR CITY HALL:  Mr. Richardson said it has been many years since the city obtained competitive quotes for cleaning the windows at city hall.  He obtained three quotations and the lowest price was from Fish Window Cleaning Service in the amount of $258 per cleaning.  Mr. Sander moved to award the window cleaning contract to Fish Window Cleaning in the specified amount.  Seconded by Mr. Ellingson.  Motion carried unanimously.

11.   WASHINGTON STATE BUSINESS LICENSE SERVICE CONTRACT RENEWAL:  Mr. Richardson said the contract with the State for our business licenses is up for renewal. Feedback from businesses has been favorable.   Mr. Schoen moved to approve the contract for business licenses service. Motion seconded by Mr. Sander. Motion carried unanimously.  

12.   WASHINGTON STATE SURPLUS PROPERTY INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT:  Mr. Richardson presented a contract with the State which allows the city to use their surplus property disposal system.  The City is already a participant in the State purchasing system.  There is no cost until we dispose of property through them.  Mr. Culler moved to approve the surplus property agreement with the State. Seconded by Mr. Sander. Motion carried unanimously.

13.  SOLID WASTE TRANSFER AND DISPOSAL – INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH SPOKANE COUNTY AND SUNSHINE DISPOSAL PROPOSAL:  Mr. Werst reviewed the status of the negotiations with the County on the solid waste transfer and disposal agreement. He described the meeting with IEP representatives regarding how flow control affects the management of their industrial waste stream, and his discussions with Liberty Lake on their negotiations on a franchise with Waste Management under the transfer/disposal contract with Sunshine Disposal. The primary concern with managing a franchise is what our planning and administrative costs will be. Does the city want to be in control of the solid waste enterprise? For other jurisdictions this has been the key issue. Mr. Culler asked about our proposal to upgrade the status of the Solid Waste Advisory Committee. Mr. Werst said the County is willing to include Millwood in the SWAC, but it does not appear that there will be a significant change in SWAC’s responsibilities. Mr. Sander said the bottom line is that with the private option there will be more administrative costs, also costs for planning, education, and yard waste, while the revenues will probably not be enough to offset these costs due to our small size. Mr. Werst said the rate increases under the private option are based on CPI, which is unknown; we would probably have more rate certainty under the existing G-certificate, where the WUTC is required to set rates at the lowest possible cost.  Mayor Freeman said he will present both options at the October meeting for action.

14.   STAFF REPORTS   Debbie Matkin said the Department of Revenue has finished its audit with no major findings. The city will be receiving a small refund.  She said the contracts with BIAS for online payments have been signed; the system should be up by the end of September.  She is working with Mr. Werst on updating the red flag policy with respect to credit cards. Budget request letters have been sent out to city departments. The preliminary budget will be submitted to the mayor by October 1.

Paul Allen reported that the Buckeye water line is complete. The sidewalk contractor is also complete. The school district has offered to hydro seed the storm water swales, and this work will be removed from Cameron Reilly’s contract. He has been working with the engineer on the capital projects to be included in the sewer rate study.  The flashing school crossing signs have not been delivered yet. He said the school district has been great to work with on the project. Dr. Sementi, WVSD superintendent, said the sidewalk project is very good, the parking for the play field on Buckeye is much better.  He said the city was great to work with; customer service was outstanding. The mayor said he hopes that the city and school district can work together in other areas.  Mr. Allen said a TIB grant application has been submitted for sidewalks on Grace Ave between Argonne and Sargent, and on Sargent between Grace and Buckeye to tie in with the new sidewalks on Buckeye. There was a lot of work clearing the storm damage in the park.  The wading pool is closed; there is some concrete repair needed before next year. McKinstry said the State has changed the rules again on the energy efficiency grant, so our project will not be eligible. There are some cracks in the tennis courts that need to be repaired. He described an idea to turn the east end of City Park into a “universal field” for soccer, lacrosse, etc.  Mayor Freeman said he has asked Mr. Allen to look at changes in the park.  If the softball field is kept the backstop would need to be replaced. The softball field is not being used; teams prefer to use the Smith Field at the high school. He would also like to increase parking along Frederick for park users.  He also updated the council on the progress with UP Railroad for the lease along Euclid.  The County has approved the lease with the City for the use of their right of way for the Millwood Trail.

Tom Richardson described a proposed rezone north of Millwood, changing the land use of a parcel at the corner of Argonne and Wellesley from residential to Neighborhood Commercial.  Council authorized him to submit comments to the County expressing the City’s concern about the potential of commercialization along Argonne north of the river up to Bigelow Gulch Rd. He invited council members to attend the Planning Short Course in Spokane on October 15.
