Millwood City Council Minutes                                                          	February 10, 2015


1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Kevin Freeman at 7:00 pm, February 10, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, Dan Sander, and Richard Schoen. Glenn Bailey was excused. Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, Public Works Director Paul Allen, Treasurer Debbie Matkin and City Clerk/Planner Tom Richardson. The mayor announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Shirene Young led the Flag Salute.  

3.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of January 13, 2015 and Special Meeting of January 23, 2015; January Payroll of $47,247.34 and Claims of $17,472.73 for December and 82,764.98 for January; Treasurer’s Report for January, 2015 and the end-of-year report for 2014.  Council received the December and January Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid February 10, 2015.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

5.   FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:   Chief Andy Hail said reported on the community paramedicine initiative which is designed to reduce readmissions to hospitals, and the regional automatic aide system being worked on based on the pilot done with District 8. Mr. Sander asked about the number of oil trains using the UP line and whether this was a problem for the fire district. Chief Hail said there are efforts in Olympia to require full reporting of such traffic. Mr. Freeman asked if the railroad has filed incident response plans. Chief Hail said the railroad is not required to file them with the fire district; they are filed with other agencies.  He offered to schedule a full presentation to the city council on emergency planning when it is convenient.   
 
6.    ENGINEER’S REPORT ON ARGONNE/EUCLID INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS – CMAQ GRANT APPLICATION:  Matt Gillis, Welch Comer Engineers, presented information on the upcoming Congestion Management – Air Quality grant opportunity. He asked council if staff should prepare an application for construction of left-turn lanes on Argonne at Empire and Euclid Avenues.  He said the council needs to consider how much match the city can afford, as this will determine the size of the grant application. The CMAQ grant requires a 13.5% local match. Council directed staff to prepare a report on the proposed project for the next council meeting. 

7.    COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENTS:    Mr. Richardson explained the new process for council’s consideration of comprehensive plan amendments, where public hearings are not required but may be held at the council’s discretion. He presented the staff report on CPA 15-01 which is a proposal by Chuck and Shelley Watkins to change the land use designation and zoning of the parcel at 3005 E. Frederick Ave to C-2.  The Mayor asked council if it thought that a hearing should be held. Council members did not choose to schedule a public hearing on the matter. Mr. Schoen said he is concerned about the traffic difficulty for vehicles turning off of Argonne Rd that needs to be taken into account. Mr. Culler moved to approve CPA 15-01. Seconded by Mr. Sander. Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Richardson presented the staff report on CPA 15-02, a proposal by Lawless Farrow Investments to rezone the parcels at 2914 N Woodruff and 9905 E Trent.  The Mayor asked council if it thought that a hearing should be held. Council members did not choose to schedule a public hearing on the matter. He said the planning commission’s recommendation for approval came with three conditions as explained in the written recommendation. Mr. Culler moved to approve CPA 15-02 with the conditions recommended by the planning commission. Motion seconded by MR. Schoen.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Schoen moved to adopt Ordinance 471 approving the two comprehensive plan amendments. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson.  Motion carried, four ayes, no nays, no abstentions.

8.     RESOLUTION AMENDING UTILITY CUSTOMER POLICIES:  Debbie Matkin explained that the new on-line and credit card payments system with Xpress Billpay makes it necessary to revise the City’s utility customer policies.  Mr. Sander moved to adopt Resolution 15-01 adopting the revised utility customer policies. Seconded by Mr. Culler. Motion carried unanimously.

9.   STAFF REPORT:     Paul Allen reported that the Public Works Department installed four new dedicated sampling stations and tested them prior to taking our first official samples. All tests came back satisfactory.  The Coliform Monitoring Plan was revised and submitted it to DOH for comments and have it added to our Water System Plan. NW Hydro-tech serviced our pump control valves. He said he ordered a leak detector in order to do our own annual leak surveys instead of hiring a leak detection company. In Sewer, everything is working properly; lines will be cleaned next month as part of our annual maintenance.  In Street, Matt Erdahl and Kyle Schiewe are continuing to replace street name signs and stop signs.  Mr. Allen said he contacted UPRR about an issue regarding the RR tracks on Argonne; the asphalt seems to be sinking on the south side. He is continuing to work with Welch-Comer regarding the UPRR crossing at Marguerite in order to submit a traffic plan to the UPRR.  The conceptual approach was submitted to UPRR today.  In Buildings and Vehicles, he said they have been working with a designer to create a better use of space in the offices upstairs.  In Parks, he said they have removed the backstop and have been working with Wilbert Vault on a retaining wall system to create more parking and an ADA access. He and Tom Richardson talked to a group of EWU students about water system plans and conducted a tour of our facilities.  He and his employees have signed up for several classes over the next few months. One is the SRC4 conference which focuses on backflow prevention and the other is a series of classes put on by the local subsection of AWWA.

Ms. Matkin said she is working on closing 2014 and getting 2015 started. She said that the utility bills going out tomorrow would have the new utility rates on them.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Richardson said the city has been reported notified by Washington State Department of Commerce that it will have to recertify its comprehensive plan by 2017. Ggrant funds may be available possible. He said that Purchased computers and file cabinets have been purchased. The city hall remodel project will go out to bid this week, and the award of contract will be .on the next council agenda. He said he has been attending Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) meetings, and asked if any elected officials would like to represent Millwood on the committee. Mr. Culler volunteered to attend the SWAC meetings as Millwood’s representative. 

Mayor Freeman invited council members to attend the kickoff for the Argonne Business District development planning effort on February 17.  The meeting will be facilitated by GSI’s Alexander Scott, and will jumpstart the dialogue among the business community to decide where we should focus our efforts. Mayor Freeman would speak on what the city has done with infrastructure to impact the downtown area. 

10.    LEGAL REPORT:  Mr. Werst said he has monitoring the Waste Management rate case currently before the WUTC.  He explained his letter concerning the statutory requirements for zoning variances in cities of our size. This will be discussed further to find out how council would like to deal with this.  He is working with staff on code updates relating to nuisances.  He attended the Historic Preservation Commission’s meeting in January to give them the required Open Public Meetings Act training.  Mr. Schoen asked about the nuisance abatement for the house on Hutchinson. Mr. Werst said the abatement action was filed in court today. 

11.   COUNCIL COMMENTS:  Mr. Culler said it was good to see progress on the intersection improvements.

12.   ANNOUNCEMENTS:    Mayor Freeman said he has been asked to participate as a private citizen on the library district’s bond advisory committee.
13.   PUBLIC COMMENTS:    None.
14.   EXECUTIVE SESSION:    None.

15.   ADJOURNMENT:   Mr. Culler moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Mr. Schoen.  Motion carried unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
