Millwood City Council Minutes                                                          	March 10, 2015

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem Dan Sander at 7:00 pm, March 10, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, Dan Sander, and Richard Schoen. Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, Public Works Director Paul Allen, and Treasurer Debbie Matkin serving as clerk.  Mr. Sander announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  June King led the Flag Salute.  

3.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of February 10, 2015; February Payroll of $46,633.98 and Claims of $68,044.62; and Treasurer’s Report for February, 2015.  Council received the February Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid March 10, 2015.  Mr. Sander noted a revision of the minutes in the staff report section. Mr. Culler moved to approve the amended Consent Agenda. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

5.  FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:   Chief Andy Hail invited Millwood city council members to participate in a training opportunity, Fire Ops 101, at the end of May. This is an opportunity for government officials and media to participate in an orientation of fire department operations on vehicle extrication, suppression, search and rescue and other services of the fire profession. Call activity has increased by 40% over last year; last year was below average.  Mr. Sander asked what kind of calls increased this year. Chief Hail said vehicle accidents and basic life support calls have increased.  He said Melanie Rose has been hired as Public Information Officer.   
 
6.  CMAQ GRANT APPLICATION: Matt Gillis, Welch Comer Engineers, made a presentation on four options for a proposed project for installation of left turn lanes on Argonne. He reported on a meeting he and Paul Allen had with SRTC staff regarding grant funding. Grant funding will be available beginning in 2018.  Mr. Culler moved to direct staff to submit an application for funding Option 2 (Frederick to Liberty). Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried.

7. SOLID WASTE REGULATIONS AND ADOPTION OF COMPREHENSVIVE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN: Mr. Werst presented the resolution which would adopt the County’s Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan, and the County’s solid waste flow control ordinance. He said the city has already committed to adopting the County’s solid waste management plan, and to approve the county’s flow control ordinance, as a result of execution of of the solid waste interlocal agreement with Spokane County. Mr. Culler moved to approve Resolution 2015-03 as presented. Seconded by Mr. Schoen. Motion carried.

8.     AWARD OF BID FOR CITY HALL RENOVATIONS   Mr. Werst reviewed the bid summary of the city hall renovation project, which would make changes in doors and work areas to provide better use of the space. Bids were well above the budgeted amount. Mr. Allen recommended that the scope of the project be reviewed to put off some items until later, and phase the project out over the next two years. Mr. Culler moved to reject all bids due to the bids exceeding the budgeted funds. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]9.   HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION RULES OF PROCEDURE: Mr. Werst presented the rules of procedure recommended by the Historic Preservation Commission. These are required for its application for Certified Local Government designation which is necessary  to provide property tax incentives for historic preservation. Mr. Culler asked if the Rules supersede the ordinance. Mr. Werst said the Rules do not supersede the ordinance; they add procedures to what was adopted in the ordinance.  This is a byproduct of the statutory requirements for the commission. Mr. Ellingson moved to approve Resolution 2015-02 approving the Historic Preservation Commission Rules of Procedure. Seconded by Mr. Schoen. Motion carried.

10.  STAFF REPORT:    Ms. Matkin said she attended State Auditor Office training for cities on cash-basis accounting, and the BIAS conference, both in Spokane last month.

Mr. Allen said the water tests were satisfactory. The Water Facilities Inventory report to DOH was updated. The sewer lines in area 1 and the lift stations have been cleaned as part of our annual maintenance.  Matt Erdahl and Kyle Schiewe are continuing to replace street name signs and stop signs.  AAA has swept the streets.  UPRR repaired the RR tracks on the south bound lane of Argonne. Paul is continuing to work with Welch-Comer, Avista and IEP regarding the left hand turn lane grant project on Argonne. Avista said they will be doing 40 to 50 natural gas joint repairs in Millwood this spring. Mr. Culler requested that this work be put into the mayor’s newsletter to let the community know about it. The maintenance department has been grinding sidewalks to remove trip hazards with the scarifier we acquired from a WCIA mitigation grant last year.  The solar-powered speed radar signs are up on Argonne. The boiler inspection at city hall passed but we did have to replace a T/P relief valve on the hot water tank in the shop.  Bids were opened for the city hall remodel project. Unfortunately they all exceeded the budget for the project.  We hired a contractor to cut out and re-pour the failing concrete in the center of the pool.  The second phase of playground equipment has been ordered and will be installed this spring.  We attended the SRC4 conference which focused on backflow prevention and will soon be out conducting cross-connection surveys.  He and Tom Richardson met with SRTC staff and representatives from City of Spokane and City of Spokane Valley concerning the Millwood Trail.

Mayor Kevin Freeman arrived at 7:55 p.m. He asked Mr. Sander to continue to chair the meeting.

11. LEGAL REPORT:  Mr. Werst asked for an executive session pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(i) to discuss litigation or pending litigation.  He described a round-table discussion with small cities at the BIAS conference; we are fortunate to have a council which comes prepared to meetings. 

12.   COUNCIL COMMENTS:  Mr. Sander said he attended the mayor’s business community meeting on Feb. 17. Mayor Freeman said the meeting went well, and Alexander Scott did a good job facilitating.  Mr. Scott will produce a report summarizing the results of the meeting. Shirene Young said there will be a Better For Business meeting on March 16; there will be another facilitated meeting in April.
