[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Kevin Freeman at 7:00 pm, March 10, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, Dan Sander, and Richard Schoen. Glenn Bailey was excused.  Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, Tom Richardson, City Clerk/Planner.  Mr. Freeman announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Tom Richardson led the Flag Salute.  

3.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of March 10, 2015; March Payroll of $49,478.88 and Claims of $81,721.89; and Treasurer’s Report for March, 2015.  Council received the March Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid April 14, 2015.  Mr. Sander moved to approve the Consent Agenda. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Mike Ellis, 3101 N Fowler Rd, said his neighbor’s large wood pile stacked along the fence between their properties is a health hazard because mice are living in it and are coming onto his property. Also the pile is rotting and gives off odors and mold. He would like to know what the City can do about it.  Mr. Werst said the staff has been working on an ordinance to adopt the International Property Management Code which will give the code compliance officer a better way to address these issues. 

5.   PROCLAMATION – SMART MONEY WEEK:  Mayor Freeman presented a proclamation for Smart Money Week, the week of April 20-24, to Andrey Muzychenko representing the CASH (Creating Assets Savings and Hope) Coalition, an effort of the local organizations and the Washington Department of Financial Institutions.  

6.   PRESENTATION – SPOKANE TRANSIT AUTHORITY:  Karl Otterstrom, planner for STA, presented information on the Moving Forward plan and the ballot issue for increasing the sales tax for transit.  Mr. Schoen asked about service to Coeur d’Alene; Mr. Otterstrom said  this is challenging since Idaho does not have a specific transit funding mechanism, some cities use general fund resources. 

7.     FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:   Battalion Chief Ken Capaul did not give a report.   
 
8.    HEARING EXAMINER ORDINANCE – ORD NO. 473: Mr. Werst explained the need to change the responsibilities of the hearing examiner to include zoning variances and administrative appeals.  State law requires that in cities and towns less than 2,500 population these matters must be handled by the city council, a board of adjustment or the hearing examiner, not the planning commission.  He said using the hearing examiner for these matters was also a recommendation of our insurance provider, WCIA. The City has contracted with the City of Spokane’s hearing examiner. Conditional use permits would remain with the planning commission. 

Mr. Culler moved to adopt Ordinance No. 473 as presented.  Motion seconded by Mr. Schoen.  Motion carried unanimously. Ordinance No. 473 was adopted.

9.    STAFF REPORT:    Mayor Freeman summarized the Public Works monthly report. Water tests were satisfactory. The crew is conducting a survey of meters and cross connection devices. Paul is continuing to work with Welch Comer, Avista and IEP on the left hand turn lane grant project on Argonne. He has also been working on funding for the Marguerite crossing. He has solicited quotes to work on the HVAC ducts on the city hall roof. The second phase of playground equipment has arrived and will be installed by city personnel soon. Matt and Kyle updated their flagging certifications. 

Mr. Richardson said he will be attending the WCIA board meeting in May which includes training on personnel rules and public works. WCIA has scheduled our Annual audit for June 25. Council members are welcome to attend. We are working on WCIA surveys on these two topics.

10.   LEGAL REPORT:  Mr. Werst gave an update on the Waste Management rate increase proposal, which is being negotiated by the County and WM prior to the WUTC hearing on August 13.  He reported on the work with Union Pacific on the Marguerite Rd. crossing and the Euclid parking lease. He said the WUTC representative would be on-site on May 21 to meet with the City and UP representatives to work on an agreed petition. He encouraged council members to attend the AWC conference in June if possible.

12.   COUNCIL COMMENTS:  Mr. Schoen said the STA board is considering a change in the bylaws to add the unrepresented small cities as non-voting members in addition to the three rotating voting members for the five small cities. Mayor Freeman said the STA board will be meeting next week to amend its bylaws to change the membership of the STA board as required by the Public Transit Improvement Conference (PTIC). The Mayor said the City of Spokane has proposed a weighted voting scheme which would take votes away from small cities and give more to City of Spokane.

13.   ANNOUNCEMENTS:  The Mayor reminded council members of the economic development event at Felts Field on April 23, and the AWC Annual Conference in Wenatchee on June 23-26.
14.     PUBLIC COMMENTS:    None.
15.     EXECUTIVE SESSION:    None.

16.     ADJOURNMENT:   Mr. Schoen moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Mr. Culler.  Motion carried. Mr. Freeman adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
