Millwood City Council Minutes                                                          	May 12, 2015

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Kevin Freeman at 7:00 pm, May 12, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, and Dan Sander. Glenn Bailey and Richard Schoen were excused.  Also present:  Attorney Brian Werst, Tom Richardson, City Clerk/Planner.  Mayor Freeman announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Freeman led the Flag Salute.  

The mayor requested an additional agenda item, approval of the AES project to install touchscreen controls at the pumping stations, following item #7.  The council agreed.

3.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of April 14, 2015; April Payroll of $47,016.29 and Claims of $81,972.82; and Treasurer’s Report for April, 2015.  Council received the April Claims and Payroll Registers, a list of Claims to be paid May 12, 2015, and the extension of the Spokane County Imagery License Agreement.  Mr. Culler moved to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:   June King, representing West Valley SCOPE, said the SCOPE Parade and Carnival would be held on Saturday, June 6.

5.   PRESENTATION - SPOKANE COUNTY LIBRARY DISTRICT:  Pat Davis, Argonne Branch supervisor, and Kelsey Hudson, community librarian, presented information about services provided by the library, and explained the projects to be funded by the proposed ballot measure on August 4.  Mayor Freeman thanked the district for the business assistance services that they are offering. They have been extremely helpful.  

6.     FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  Battalion Chief Cooper Kennett described the response to the paper mill fire and traffic disruptions caused by construction and the railroad.   
 
7.   AWARD OF BID FOR CITY HALL RENOVATION PROJECT:  Tom Richardson presented the bid results for the city hall renovations, and recommended award of the bid to the low bidder, Inline Framing and General Contracting Inc. in the amount of $30,740.14 including sales tax, and authorizing the mayor to approve change orders not to exceed $1,500 without council approval.  Mr. Culler moved to award the bid as requested.  Seconded by Mr. Sander.  Motion carried unanimously.  

7a.   APPROVAL OF CONTRACT WITH AES FOR PUMP CONTROLS:  Mr. Allen presented a proposal from Automatic Electrical Systems, Inc. to add touchscreen controls at the Butler and New Park pump stations, in the amount of $8,850.00.  This will allow the system to run independently in the case of a power outage at city hall. This is a sole-source purchase since AES has designed and set up the city’s water control system. Mr. Werst suggested that the proposal be added as a scope of work to the city’s standard contract form.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Sander moved to approve the AES proposal as presented, to be attached as the scope of work to the city’s standard contract, and to allow the mayor to approve change orders not to exceed  $1,000.  Seconded by Mr. Culler.  Motion carried unanimously.

8.    INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE -- ORDINANCE 472:    Mr. Richardson explained the purpose of adopting the International Property Maintenance Code, as requested by the code compliance officer.  He requested a revision in section 302.4 for weed and plant growth from 12 inches to 18 inches.

Mr. Culler moved to approve Ordinance 472 as amended. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

9.    STAFF REPORT:    Paul Allen said water tests were satisfactory. They are continuing the backflow assembly surveys; they are about one-third done. They have replaced several service lines. They had to replace the telemetry dialer; the new one has better capabilities.  Phone lines switched to Comcast Business. He described several construction projects being done by City of   Spokane Valley, Spokane County, and Avista. The new playground equipment has been delivered and will be installed this summer. He attended an ADA access class on public facilities and sidewalks.

Tom Richardson said he is working on finalizing the DWSRF loan; we will be deobligating around $68,000, resulting in a smaller loan than originally projected. The first payment will be due in October. He reminded everyone about the WCIA annual audit on June 25.

Mayor Freeman reported on the second Argonne Business Consultation meeting this month. They are working on community branding, incorporation of the Better For Business group and other actions to move the business community forward.  He said he will be meeting with the UTC staff and UPRR representative on the Marguerite crossing and the Euclid parking project.

10.   LEGAL REPORT:  Mr. Werst reported on legislation adopted this spring regarding medical marijuana. He has been working with Debbie Matkin on liens for delinquent utility accounts. He will be working on the employee handbook following on our WCIA personnel audit and plans to present revisions.  Today a default judgement and order was entered on the nuisance abatement action on 2925 N. Hutchinson Rd.

11.   COUNCIL COMMENTS:  None.

12.   ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Mr. Richardson asked if anyone would be attending the AWC conference in Wenatchee; we need to designate our voting delegate.
13.     PUBLIC COMMENTS:    Greg Mott said the Millwood Farmers Market would be starting on May 20. Also there will be a historical walking tour on May 24.  
Everett Allen said there has been vandalism at Millwood Presbyterian, and asked for additional enforcement. Mayor Freeman said he will talk to Sheriff Knezovich and look at our contract and grants.
14.     EXECUTIVE SESSION:    None.

15.     ADJOURNMENT:   Mr. Culler moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Mr. Sander.  Motion carried. Mr. Freeman adjourned the meeting at 7:59 p.m.
