Millwood City Council Minutes                                                          	June 9, 2015

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Kevin Freeman at 7:00 pm, June 9, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:  Shaun Culler, Brian Ellingson, and Richard Schoen. Glenn Bailey and Dan Sander were excused.  Also present:  Paul Allen, Public Works Director, Debbie Matkin, Treasurer, and Tom Richardson, City Clerk/Planner.  Mayor Freeman announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Freeman led the Flag Salute.  

3. CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of May 12, 2015; May Payroll of $46,533.77 and Claims of $74,811.60; and Treasurer’s Report for May, 2015.  Council received the May Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid June 9, 2015.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried. 

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:   None.

5. FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  This item was deferred until the fire chief arrives.   
 
6. PUBLIC HEARING: 2016-2021 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM:  Mayor Freeman opened the public hearing on the six-year Transportation Improvement Program. Paul Allen explained the projects contained in the proposed program.  He said the Marguerite Rd Railroad crossing project is not included, but may need to be added later if TIB funding is requested. Mr. Culler asked when crack sealing will start. Mr. Allen said it would begin this year.  Mayor Freeman asked if there were any public comments. There were none.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve Res.15-04 as presented.  Seconded by Mr. Culler. Motion carried.

7.   WELCH COMER ENGINEER’S TASK ORDER #15-02:  Matt Gillis of Welch Comer Engineers presented Welch Comer’s proposal for the traffic controls at the Union Pacific Railroad crossing at Marguerite Rd. The plan is to remove the stop signs on Marguerite, and place stop signs on Euclid Ave. so that a vehicle northbound on Marguerite would not block the railroad track.  He has been getting traffic counts which will be included in the UTC funding application. He reported on the meeting with the UTC and UPRR representatives in May. He said all parties have agreed on the proposed improvements. The mayor said the UTC may receive rail safety funding for communities affected by oil trains, and that the UTC has indicated that Millwood’s project would be high on the priority list.  Mr. Culler moved to approve engineering task order #15-02 as presented in the amount of $13,000, plus undetermined additional services up to $1,500. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried unanimously.

8.     REVISION OF RIGHT OF WAY ORDINANCE – ORD. NO. 474:  Mr. Richardson explained the need to add insurance and hold harmless terms in our right of way ordinance. This was a result of the WCIA Public Works Survey completed this spring.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve Ordinance 474. Seconded by Mr. Culler. Motion carried unanimously.

The mayor recognized Fire Chief Andy Hail. Chief Hail said the district has hired a new community affairs and public information officer, Melanie Rose. The district has also hired a new fire marshal. Call volumes in Millwood are up 30% above last year.  He said the district is looking at a community para-medicine initiative to integrate better with the hospitals and to reduce the number of repeat calls. He discussed the plane crash in the river that occurred last month.  The district has purchased an additional boat to speed response time. He also described the recently approved automatic aid agreement with the City of Spokane Fire. He said their auto-aid agreement with District 8 for the past year has proven that the system works. The district is also negotiating a similar agreement with District 9. 

9.   DWSRF PROJECT CLOSEOUT AMENDMENT:  Mr. Richardson presented the final loan calculations, which will result in a loan amount of $380,312.08. The first loan payment will be due in October of this year. The loan repayment amount will be roughly $4,000 per year less than what was anticipated in the loan agreement. Mr. Culler moved to approve the Project Closeout Amendment.  Seconded by Mr. Schoen. Motion carried unanimously.

10.   DESIGNATION OF MAYOR PRO TEM:  	Mayor Freeman designated Shaun Culler as Mayor Pro Tem for the period from July 1 to December 31.

11.    STAFF REPORT:    Paul Allen said water tests were satisfactory.  He is working on the Consumer Confidence Report. There was a problem with the sewer lift station motor which has been repaired. Streets were swept before the SCOPE Parade.  The recent storm showed where drywells needed to be cleaned, and these were taken care of.   He is assessing the streets for crack sealing this summer.  He showed an LED street light that Avista will be installing in Millwood.  He attended TIB training last week where he learned that TIB will make money available to cities like Millwood for LED street lights.  He talked about his conversations with Avista about moving the poles out of the sidewalks on Argonne. He said the city hall renovation project is moving along well. He and Ms. Matkin attended personnel training sponsored by WCIA last week. 

Debbie Matkin said the 2014 annual report has been filed on time; she expects to hear from the auditor soon to schedule the 2012-2014 audits.  She said the on-line payment system is now being used by 36% of our utility customers.  This has helped to reduce our delinquent accounts by half.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tom Richardson showed data from the Liquor Control Board on monthly marijuana revenues. He said the OFM draft population estimate for this year is 1,790, which is 5 more people than last year.  He said a person from Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation would be at the next Historic Preservation Commission to provide CLG training.

Mayor Freeman said STA has created ex officio board positions for the small cities that do not have regular board positions. It was decided to have the mayors serve as the ex officio members for the time being, so he will be serving as Millwood’s representative for now.

12.   LEGAL REPORT:  None.

13.   COUNCIL COMMENTS:  None.

14.   ANNOUNCEMENTS:  The mayor announced that the wading pool will open on Monday, June 15. Mr. Allen said the Chevy Car Show would be in the park on Saturday, June 13.
15.     PUBLIC COMMENTS:     Vikkie Naccarato, 3318 N Marguerite, said she would like the city to consider pedestrian safety on Marguerite between Liberty and Grace. Vehicles already drive too fast through there, and the proposed changes at the railroad crossing would make it easier to speed. Shirene Young said the West Valley SCOPE parade and carnival went well.  SCOPE has been asked to consider moving the event to August to be part of Millwood Daze.
16.     EXECUTIVE SESSION:    None.

17.     ADJOURNMENT:   Mr. Culler moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Mr. Ellingson.  Motion carried. Mr. Freeman adjourned the meeting at 8:05 p.m.
