Millwood City Council Minutes                                                          	July 14, 2015

1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The Regular Meeting of the Millwood City Council was called to order by Mayor Pro Tem Shaun Culler at 7:00 pm, July 14, 2015 at the Millwood City Hall.  Council members present:   Brian Ellingson, Dan Sander and Richard Schoen. Glenn Bailey and Kevin Freeman were excused.  Also present:  Brian Werst, City Attorney, Paul Allen, Public Works Director, and Tom Richardson, City Clerk/Planner.  Mayor Pro Tem Culler announced a quorum was present.

2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Dan Sander led the Flag Salute.  

Mayor Pro Tem Culler requested that an item be added to the agenda, award of bid for asphalt paving, which will follow item 6.

3. CONSENT AGENDA:  Minutes of Regular Meeting of June 9, 2015; May Payroll of $50,914.22 and Claims of $99,281.36; and Treasurer’s Report for June, 2015.  Council received the May Claims and Payroll Registers, and a list of Claims to be paid July 14, 2015.  Mr. Schoen moved to approve the Consent Agenda as presented. Seconded by Mr. Ellingson. Motion carried. 

4.  PUBLIC COMMENTS:   Mike Ellis, 3101 N. Fowler, distributed information to the council on the problem of mice and rodents in his area. He said he had talked with Bill Schultz, code compliance officer, who told him that the International Property Maintenance Code does not provide him with the enforcement tool to deal with mice infestations. Mr. Werst said he would work with Mr. Schultz and Tom Richardson, City Planner, and report back to council.

5. FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  A representative from Spokane Valley Fire reported that fireworks-related calls were down by 2/3 in the area compared to previous years.   
 
6.  STAFF REPORT:    Paul Allen said water tests were satisfactory.  We are continuing our backflow assembly surveys. We repaired several more service lines that were leaking as a result of the surveys. We have also been assisting customers find leaks in their service lines and sprinkler systems.  Due to the extremely warm temperatures our pumping has increased by an average of about 12 million gallons for the month of June. The county striped the streets and repainted the stop bars and crossings.  AAA cleaned dry wells that have become plugged.  The city hall remodel project is wrapping up with a few minor repairs before the project will be complete. The phone lines and data cables have been rerouted and run in channels to each office location by Tel-West. The air conditioner at city hall was fixed; the problem turned out to be a shorted wire from the thermostat. The parking lot and park have been restriped and a handicap parking stall was added at the park.  Mr. Allen met with the appraisers from WCIA to inspect and evaluate the city hall, shop, water tower and park.  The pool and splash pad are open. We have hired a park worker to also help out with lifeguard duties.  Dew Drop installed a new “Smart Controller” on the park sprinkler system that has a rain and temperature sensor; it was paid for from a grant that we received from the Spokane County Conservation District.  Mr. Allen attended a pavement rating class put on by TIB.

Tom Richardson reported that WCIA had sent us the results of the annual insurance audit which occurred in June. The report showed that Millwood did not have any action items to take care of.  Also he said the prospectus for the Millwood Trail was sent to WSDOT. He also explained the letter that had been submitted by Rial Moulton on behalf of his neighbor, Jim Morton, regarding public access to the river on Dale Road. He said the Planning Commission is working up a letter to council on the matter, which should be available at the next council meeting.
 
6.A.  AWARD OF BID FOR ASPHALT PAVING:  Mr. Allen said he had solicited bids for three small paving projects. He recommended that the project be awarded to the low bidder, Inland Asphalt Company, in the amount of $25,445.00 not including sales tax. Mr. Schoen moved to award the bid for asphalt work to Inland Asphalt Company in the amount of $25,445.00 excluding sales tax.  Seconded by Mr. Sander. Motion carried, with Mr. Ellingson abstaining.

LEGAL REPORT:  Mr. Werst said that the WCIA audit showed the need to update the Employee Handbook; he is working up the revisions which would be ready for the August council meeting. He said the final judgement had been made on the Kaiser order of abatement; he will file a lien to recover enforcement and legal costs of $4,756. He has also been working with code enforcement on a business who has not complied with the agreement to sign up for refuse service.  He is working with Paul Allen and the engineer on the submittals to UPRR and UTC for the Marguerite crossing.
