The winter months are upon us,
here are some safety suggestions
and energy savings from State

Cleve McCoul will continue as the
Director of Public Works, and Paul Allen will continue as Maintenance Assistant , both full time
status. A new position will be created— Administrative Assistant , this full time position will inter-
face will all departments, as well as the office of the Mayor, assisting staff as needed and sched-
uling appointments and general administrative support.
