
MILLWOOD PLANNING COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

JULY 26, 2010
MEETING MINUTES

1.   Call to Order.    The Regular Meeting of the Millwood Planning Commission was called to order by Chairperson John Newman at 6:05 p.m. at the Millwood City Hall.  Members present were:  John Newman, Bobbie Beese, Kelly Stravens and Dan Hansen.  Staff present: Tom Richardson, City Planner, Brian Werst, City Attorney, and Ray Oligher, Planning Intern. 
2.  Approval of Minutes.     Mr. Stravens moved to approve the minutes.  Motion seconded by Mr. Hansen.  Motion carried unanimously. 
3.  Public Hearing: 2001 Comprehensive Plan Amendment Docket.   Mr. Richardson said he had received one comment on the proposed amendment from the Inland Empire Paper Company.  Shirene Young from IEP spoke on their issues of concern, which dealt with how the proposed historic preservation chapter would affect how IEP conducts business.  It was clarified that the historic preservation goals and policies called for a voluntary process which would require the property owner to initiate consideration of its property on the local historic register.  It was noted that the new chapter would not alter the application of the historic resources of the SEPA checklist section (13b), which asks if a proposed project would affect places which are listed on or proposed for national, state or local historic registers, what important historic landmarks are known and what measures if any are proposed to reduce or control impacts on these resources. Ms. Young suggested adding language calling for balance between historic preservation and economic development.
Greg Mott, 3301 N Argonne Rd, encouraged the planning commission to pass the new chapter.

There being no further testimony, Mr. Newman closed the public hearing at 6:45 p.m.
Mr. Stravens moved to approve the proposed historic preservation chapter as amended.  Motion seconded by Mr. Newman.  Motion passed unanimously. 
4.  Information: Capital Facilities.   Mr. Richardson and Mr. Oligher presented information about planning for capital facilities under the Growth Management Act, and the updates to the capital facilities chapter which will be undertaken this fall as part of the annual budget making process.  The planning commission will be asked to hold a public hearing on the capital facilities projects to be included in the comprehensive plan.  Following the commission’s hearing and recommendation, the city council will hold a closed-record hearing before approval.   The staff will present a list of projects proposed by city departments based on what is included in the city’s water, sewer and street plans. The purpose of the hearing will be to hear comments on those proposed projects as well as to receive ideas from the public on projects which should be considered to implement the comprehensive plan. No action was taken.
5.  Information:  River Access.    Mr. Richardson presented a briefing on river access, referring to sections of the comprehensive plan and shoreline regulations.  The commission discussed ways to improve river access at points along the river where city right of way exists, as well as at locations outside of Millwood. No action was taken.
6.  Staff Report.   Mr. Richardson referred to an article about density that had been included in the commissioners’ agenda packets. Mr. Stravens asked about grant funds for commercial building renovation.
7.  Public Comments. None         

8.   Adjournment.    Mr. Stravens moved for adjournment. Motion seconded by Ms Beese.  Motion passed.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:06 p.m.  
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
