TYPE OF RIGHT OF WAY PERMITS

A.  Non-construction short-term use permits:  A permit may be issued by the Director or designee for the use of right-of-way for 24 or fewer continuous hours for a purpose which does not involve construction or the physical disturbance of the right-of-way and that does not require a permit pursuant to a more specific provision of the City code.  This type of use may involve disruption of pedestrian and vehicular traffic or access to private property and may require inspections and cleanup.  A separate permit is required for each 24 hour period.  This type of permit includes, but is not limited to:

Temporary placement of dumpsters or materials in City right-of-way for construction or neighborhood clean-up purposes; and Temporary routing foot traffic around a building front due to work on the building.

B.  Non-construction long-term and permanent use of right-of-way permits:  Right-of-way use permits for long-term and permanent use of right-of-way shall be issued by the Director or designee for activities for extended periods of time but which will not physically disturb or alter the right-of-way.  The responsibility for adoption of policies relating to issuance, control, regulation and enforcement of long-term and permanent right-of-way use permits is vested in the Director or designee.  The use of any right-of-way for structures, facilities, and uses that involve capital expenditures and long-term commitments of use require this type of permit.   Long-term and permanent use permits include but are not limited to: 


Air rights; Underground rights; Bus shelters / stops; Construction sites / haul roads;   Loading zones; Newspaper stands; Recycling facilities; Sidewalk cafes; Special and unique structures such as awnings, banners, benches, clocks, decorations, flag poles, fountains, kiosks, mail boxes, marquees, and street furniture; Utility facilities and structures; and Vending machines.
C.  Potential disturbance of City rights-of-way:  Permits may be issued for use of a right-of-way, for a period not in excess of 180 days, for those activities that have the likelihood of altering the appearance of or disturbing the surface or subsurface of the right-of-way on a temporary or permanent basis as determined by the Director or designee.  Potential disturbance permits include but are not limited to:

Frequent-use hauling involving an average of 6 loaded vehicles per hour during any 8-hour period in one day, for 2 or more consecutive days; and any hazardous waste hauling. 
D.  Disturbance of rights-of-way use permits:  Right-of-way use permits may be issued by the Director or designee for activities that will alter the appearance of or disturb the surface, super-surface or sub-surface of the right-of-way on a temporary or permanent basis.  The responsibility for adoption of policies relating to, issuance, control, regulation and enforcement of “disturbance” right-of-way use permits is vested in the Director or designee.  Disturbance of right-of-way use permits may be for either single uses or multiple uses.  Single-use permits will be issued to approved applicants who are planning a single activity or use at a single location for a short period of time.  Multiple-use permits will be issued to approved applicants who are planning multiple activities or uses at multiple locations for a short period of time.  Disturbance of City right-of-way use permits include but are not limited to:

Boring;  Construction of streets and/or traffic signals; Culverts; Curb cuts / driveways; Drainage facilities;   Fences; Landscaping; Painting; Sidewalk repair, modification or construction; Street trenching; Tree   removal or trimming; and utility installation: gas, power, sewer, water, phone, cable, telecommunication.
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
