Conditions : ___________________________________________________________________________
"Public nuisance" is defined and declared to be the following for purposes of this chapter:

1.   Any tree or shrub located on private property having a destructive or communicable disease or other pestilence which endangers the growth, health, life or well-being of trees, shrubs or plants in the city or which is capable of causing an epidemic spread of a communicable disease or insect infestation;

2.   The roots of any tree or shrub, located on private property, which cause the surface of the public street, curb or sidewalk to be upheaved or otherwise disturbed;

3.   Any tree, shrub or portion thereof located on private property which, by reason of location or condition, constitutes an imminent danger to the health, safety or well-being of the general public on city property.
2.52.050 B.   Owners of private property shall be responsible for the following:

1.   Meeting all requirements and obtaining all permits necessary, as described in this chapter, for work done to street trees and those trees located in the tree lawn adjacent to the owner's property;

2.   Care and maintenance of trees on his/her own property in such way as to not cause a hazard to the public safety or to the health of public, landmark or street trees; and

3.   Removal of private trees located on the owner's property that have been declared to be a public nuisance.


2.52.060  Tree care, planting, removing and replacement.

No person may cut, trim, prune, spray, brace, plant, move, remove or replace any tree located on public property or which grows upon private property to the extent that it encroaches upon such public properties or tree lawns, unless a written permit to do so has been first obtained from the Millwood maintenance department or its agent. Any such permits may be rescinded if its terms are violated. To defray the costs of administering this chapter, the city council shall set by resolution a nonrefundable fee, which shall accompany all applications for permits under this chapter.


2.52.120  Certification.   Any person engaging in the activity of cutting, trimming, pruning or removing public trees or street trees within the city shall be an International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) certified arborist or be under the direct supervision of an ISA certified arborist.


2.52.130  Insurance.      Before any permit for tree work shall be issued, each applicant shall first file with the city evidence of possession of worker compensation and liability insurance in the minimum amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for bodily injury or death and one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) for property damage indemnifying the city or any person injured, or damage resulting from the pursuit of such endeavor as herein described. The city is to be listed as additionally insured with regard to tree work on the insurance certificate.


2.52.140  Bonds.     Before any permit for tree work shall be issued, each applicant shall first file with the city evidence of possession of a ten thousand dollar ($10,000.00) performance bond.


2.52.150  Permits.

A.   Pruning permits shall be issued by the city clerk after proof of certification, insurance and bonds.

B.   Removal and planting permits shall be issued by the city clerk after proof of insurance and bonds and after approval by the Millwood maintenance department.
